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Abstract


The abstract, following the title and author’s name, affiliation, and contact details, must be typed in Browallia New font sized of 15 points and single line spaced. It should contain not more than 300 words and be within 1 page of A4 (standard size of 210 mm × 29 mm). The abstract should state background, objectives, methods and procedures employed, the main outcomes, results, and concluding remarks. Suggestions or comments for further research or application/practice may be included. 

The abstract might be written in the form of extended abstract which may include important figure, diagram, graph, or references. However, it should be within an A4 page and less than 300 words. This might be helpful for the conference organizer to proceed the abstract to the final abstract book (if no change is required after the paper acceptance)

Key words: Three to five keywords should be assigned.
